	Lesson Summary:

Students will identify an achievement they wish to accomplish in their lives.  They will imagine how that would make things different in for them.  They will be asked to break down the steps to this achievement and will write a standard 5 paragraph essay that will describe this experience.  

	Standard’s Addressed: (Local, State, or National)

1. Skills for a Healthy Life – A6, B1,4,6,, C5, D5- use knowledge to contribute to well being; responsible decision making by determining risks; connect personal roles and family commitments to how attitude and behavior affect well being
2. English/Language Arts – A1. 2, 5, B3, D3, E1 – use effective writing to organize ideas; appropriate use of written conventions, revision, editing and publishing; applying literature to practical purposes

	Learning Objectives:

1. Students will imagine the achievement of a goal.
2. Students will understand the process of acquisition of a goal and the steps it takes.
	Method of assessment for learning 

A rubric will be used that was created by students and teacher to evaluate both process and certain writing conventions.  


	Procedural Activities

In a discussion of “dreams come true” students will identify an achievement that would allow them to feel success.  Students describe the success and how it would make them feel about themselves.  Students will then list the steps necessary to reach that achievement specifically in the areas of character education and physical ability.  Students will be asked to reflect on which of these steps would cause the biggest change in their lives.  The product will be a standard five-paragraph essay.  Class discussion should revolve around breaking it down to the most basic piece. 

	Materials Students Need:

Ideas and passion for a specific achievement.  The earlier in life this discussion begins the more likely it is to become real.

	Technology Utilized to Enhance Learning:

Internet research to identify goals, achievement and what is needed to acquire them.

	Modifications for Special Learners/ Enrichment Opportunities:

Modify as seems appropriate for age group.  Students might work with a partner or small group.  Instead of writing a student may draw or perform a skit to demonstrate the knowledge gained.
