Math Vignette
The race starts in Willow at 2 P.M. on Sunday.  The teams start at two minute intervals and you are the seventeenth of sixty teams to leave.  The starting differential is made up at the mandatory 24 hour rest.

Assuming that you run a steady 4/4 run rest schedule all the way to Takotna (which, by the way would be rare to have no irregularities) and you take your mandatory 24 hour rest at Takotna.  Your team averages 9mph.  What time will you leave Takotna?

Notes:

1. Students will need a mileage chart of the checkpoints which is available at www.Iditarod.com.

2. The starting differential is made when a musher takes the 24 hour layover.  Only the last musher to race has a 24 hour layover.  The second to last has 24 hours, 2 minutes and so on.

Answer – Thursday 11:26 p.m.
