	Lesson Summary:

In order to take care of a team of sled dogs, a musher must be respectful of their dogs.   It’s also evident that the dogs respect the musher.  Students will learn the give and take of being respectful.

Character has three interrelated parts: moral knowing, moral feeling, and moral behavior. Another way of expressing this is to think of good character as knowing the good, loving the good, and doing the good (Lickona, 1991). Each of these aspects of character has implications for the education of young people in modern societies, and the recent concerns about youth violence and disaffection have spotlighted the role of schools and the need for character education.

	Procedural Activities

1. Discuss respect and what it means to be respectful.  Include in discussion how a musher respects the dogs and how dogs respect the musher.

2. Demonstrate respect by having a student come to speak to you, but you should totally ignore them and pretend to be doing paperwork or something else.

3. Discuss with class if this was respectful.

4. Redo this activity paying attention to what the student was saying.

5. Discuss the body language of both student and teacher.

6. Pass out Activity Sheet and discuss how to fill out front side of sheet.

7. Next, take the activity outside.  Make a gangline and have students represent the dogs as a dogteam.

8. Have them try to run as a team without listening to the musher and other “dogs”.  (This will probably happen naturally.)

9. Discuss the importance of working together as a team by listening to the musher.  Run again.

10. Fill out back side of Activity Sheet.
