Wasilla, Alaska – The 2026 Iditarod Winter Raffle drawing was held at 4:00 p.m. on Sunday, 
April 19, 2026, during the Mat-Su Outdoorsman Show in Wasilla, Alaska—a fitting setting that 
reflects the spirit of community and outdoor tradition at the heart of the Iditarod. 

This year, fifty-five (55) raffle participants shared in $200,000 in cash prizes, including forty-nine
